Interested in enabling people with learning disabilities through participation in the activities.

A kind and supportive manor with people with a learning disability.

	Commitment 
	The people we support ideally like to get to know and build trust with the people they spend time, with so a commitment of 6 months or longer would be most valued. 

Proof your car is road worthy if using your own car.

	Training available
	Full induction and any relevant training, and a drivers assessment will be needed to start the role.

	DBS required?
	An enhanced DBS check is required before the volunteer can carry out this role.
